Please give them an extra capacity
for compassion at this time and the stamina to do all that is asked of them.

Please comfort them in their sense of loss and take away any sense of guilt they
may be feeling.

We remember that the risen Jesus passed through locked doors to be with His frightened
friends and bring them peace, so we ask now for an awareness of God’s love and peace
for all associated with our care homes.
